Kim: will check out what the price would be to add a 2-page insert or a full 4 additional
pages to Dogwoods and Sidewalks.

Tom: focus on the plant sale as a money-maker, and sell food to make money as well at
the sale. Maybe move it from the Women'’s Club to Barrett Park. Eileen: it may not be
very successful this year because of the drought.

Tom: we need to have as many citizens as possible to attend the Dec. 17 City Council
meeting. Alan and Linda Gravitt were recently trying to speak before the council to give
a report on Charles Phillips’ ethics violations. He is accused of using city funds to pay for
his campaign. Alan and Linda were voted 2-1 by council to not be able to speak. They
were physically removed from the premises.

Eileen: membership report. Of 198 members, we have 76 renewals so far.

Tom: we have approximately $2,500-$3,000 balance currently; need to verify with
Robert.

Jane said College Park had
been involved in streetscape improvements along Main Street, but that got canceled
when East Point backed out.

Jane talked about the Main Street Subway owner holding up a streetscape improvement
program in that area because he’s unwilling to give up a parking spot for the
improvements. She suggested us doing a letter-writing campaign to the building owner
to help convince him to give up the parking space. Maybe pressure the franchisee as
well.

Eileen discussed membership and budgeting. How many members do we need to be able
to pay expenditures? Robert — or, how many expenditures can we have with the income
we have? Eileen — we have about 200 members if everyone renews. Tom — next year,
we need to have more food and make more money at the Arts Festival. Leslie — let’s put
a small notice in Dogwoods & Sidewalks saying advertising is available, as a way to
bring in funds. Tom — the recent jazz concert in Barrett Park wasn’t well-attended, and
should probably be eliminated next year unless it’s tied in with something else.
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11.Eileen discussed her and Leslie reaching out to Woodward families in the neighborhood
to get them involved in HCPNA.

12. Discussion ensued about creating block captains for HCPNA, to help canvas the
neighborhood for new members.

13.Tom — the Trees Atlanta planting this year was very successful, maybe we should do it
again next year? Or if the drought continues, it may not be practical to do it.

6. Tom - South Fulton Neighbor is doing an article on HCPNA. Tom will bring copies
to our meeting next week.

7. Eileen stated that about 25 voter registration forms were given out at the festival.
Some were to residents outside of College Park.

8. Art Festival Finances

Various board members gave figures on revenue received from different aspects of
the Festival. However, the revenue Vs expense statement has not been assembled
yet. It was felt that overall the Festival nearly broke even (perhaps a loss of ~$266)

9. Robert announced that we had about $7200 in the bank before Tom gave him the
dues for membership new / renewals. Known encumbrances are:

Band for Music In the Park - $600
